It is a pleasure for me to be sharing with you the news about Nirali Kitaben. This has been another year of God’s blessings and His fulfilling our needs in miraculous ways.

Mother Tongue Programme
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Sindhi Language

Since the turn of the century we have entered the world of languages that has not been exploited for literacy material. In 2004 God enabled us to produce material in Sindhi language. This is a big regional language and there was no adult literacy material of repute available. We are so happy to do it. The material is now being used in many places in the Sindh province.

We have 23 items listed in the order blank. These images from left are Primer, Writing Book and Basic Maths.
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Gojri Language
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At the beginning of this year, we were also able to publish books in Gojri language. This language is spoken in upper areas of Pakistan and Azad Kashmir. This group has very little literacy rate and many people groups are now using these in their literacy classes.

We have five books in this language and hopefully more will come.

New languages
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We have taken up four languages in which there is no adult literacy material; those are Seraiki, Hindko, Pashto and Punjabi. About fifteen of our health books have been translated from Urdu into Seraiki. For this we are grateful to a group in Karachi who has helped us in the translation in Seraiki language and also to the Bahauddin Zakria University that is in the heart of the Seraiki speaking region. This University has a department of Seraiki and a Seraiki Research Centre. Both the Chairman of the department and the Research Officer has assured us of their full cooperation. The reason to involve the university is to ensure that the language and the vocabulary are correctly used and that the new publications are free of error.

New Publications
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We encourage new writers and this year we were able to publish a new book in Urdu language titled Saleebi Waaz, which in English means “Sermon from the Cross”. Another publisher, a couple of decades ago, published a book on this subject but there was a desperate need for a new one. The author, Waseem Ullah, is an Anglican priest who is among the few in Pakistan who has good knowledge of Hebrew and Greek. He has delved into the subject in a unique way. We have received good feedback from the people. We hope this will be a blessing for many as they ponder on the crucifixion of Jesus.

Trainings and classes in remote areas
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We thank God the way He is using us in the remotest parts of the country. In September, our HRD team was able to go to the northern areas of Pakistan in a place called Aliabad in Hunza Valley. They trained a dozen literacy tutors and gladly there were three women as well. We conduct refresher course after a month and for this we visited various remote villages in the Himalayan Mountains. Our partners Partner Aid International (PAI), who are the sponsors, have contacts in the remotest parts of the hilly areas and are doing things other than literacy also viz. water supply, making of asphalt roads etc. We heard from the women that they would want to continue studies even after the present course completes.
